Dear Parent/Carer

Choosing courses to study in S3

We are beginning the process of supporting your young person in making their subject choices for S3, and to an extent, the direction their studies will go in for the rest of their time at school. It is important, therefore, that we work together to help your young person to choose wisely. 

There are a number of ways for you and your young person to engage in this process:

· After the February break, your young person will be issued with the S3 course choice sheet, and receive a short presentation from each PT about the subjects on offer in each faculty. 
· There is online information available about each subject on offer on our website.
· On Thursday 27 February we have our Subject Options and Careers Convention. Throughout the evening we will be explaining important information about the Options process in the Library, with the following timings:
· 5:15pm to 6:00pm – S2 into S3 Options
· 6:00pm to 6:45pm – S3 into S4 Options
· 6:45pm to 7:30pm – S4/S5 into S5/S6 Options
· 7:30pm – Foundation Apprenticeships – extra information from Borders College

Meanwhile, alongside this event, from 6:00pm to 8:00pm we will be hosting over 50 different education providers, employers and businesses at our Careers Convention in the main body of the school and the Assembly Hall. This is a great opportunity to discuss different vocations and pathways with the contributors who are there. It is very important that you can attend both parts of the evening – stay after the Options talk in the Library so you can visit the contributors’ stalls.

· A School Report will come out to you by Friday 20 March, with detailed information about progress.
· There is an S2 Parents’ Night on Thursday 26 March.
· Your young person will have an interview with their Pastoral teacher to discuss their options further. They will have an interview with Gillian Millar, our Skills Development Scotland Careers Advisor.

Your young person’s final S3 course choices are due in by the end of Thursday 30 April.
