






Introduction 
There is great scope during the Home Learning period for teachers to embrace creativity and innovation when planning high quality learning for their class.
· Activities which spark curiosity and allow for questioning opportunities should be considered as home learning tasks.
· There are opportunities for teachers to share learning and experiences of children in a variety of ways e.g. through websites, social media.
· Teachers should be available to support children and young people and answer any questions they have during normal school hours and should reply within a reasonable time frame.

ELC
· Practitioners should plan for learning with the main focus being on Literacy, Numeracy and Health and Wellbeing. Learning in other areas of the curriculum can also be included. This may take the form of open ended family activities, specific outdoor learning or whole school themes.  This should provide a progression in learning and new learning.
· Practitioners should identify learning intentions and experiences and outcomes for the 3 key curriculum areas and plan differentiated success criteria to share with parents/ carers.  Suggested activities and experiences should be available to parents to support this learning. (Intentional promotion for January - all can; most can; some can).  Practitioners should also share individual next steps with suggested activities / experiences/ resources which will support individual learning. 
· Practitioners should identify suggested areas of learning for children relevant to current season, weather, local/ national holidays etc. Additional activities which link to this should be shared weekly. (Responsive planning)
· Regular face to face interactions with children and families should include live/ pre-recorded /virtual lessons; adult led activities e.g. weather experiment; story of the week (building up knowledge, comprehension and interaction of the story over the week); bedtime story; rhyme of the week; song of the week etc. Key workers should continue to engage with their group of children wherever possible to ensure consistency and continuity for children and families.  Other interactions which should happen during the week include, phone calls home, class chats and celebrating achievements and life events.
· Practitioners should continue to track engagement in and progress of learning
· Parents should be encouraged to send information about completed activities e.g. photos /drawings etc and wider achievements via email, closed group social media or post.  
· Practitioners should provide feedback to parents and identified next steps to ensure progression of learning for all children. Parental response and feedback should be documented and inform new learning. 

Primary 
· Teachers should plan for a full week of learning with the main focus being on: Literacy, Numeracy and Health and Wellbeing. Learning in other areas of the curriculum can also be included this may take the form of open ended family activities, specific outdoor learning or whole school themes. 
· Teachers should produce regular learning plans that are accessible to parents/carers and children.  This should provide a progression in learning and new learning.
· Teachers planning should include: A clear learning intention and success criteria, a reminder of previous learning, any required resources, practice activities and appropriate assessment at key points. 
· Teachers must provide feedback on learning tasks, in order to take forward learning opportunities pertinent to individual learner’s needs. 
· Support for learning teachers should plan and deliver interventions for identified groups of children.
· Curriculum support teachers should plan and deliver learning in line with their timetable.
· Specifically for P4-7, teachers should use IPads as the main delivery of learning including using Teams/Showbie for setting learning and for children to engage and submit their learning to the teacher. 
· Teachers should provide a minimum of one face to face learning interaction each day for the class. For example Teams class meetings, pre-recorded lessons, live delivery of an experience.
·  Other interactions which should happen during the week include assembly, phone calls home and class chats.
Secondary
· There will be a mixed delivery model of learning for all learners.
· There will be regular face to face delivery of learning by teachers. Face to face delivery can be a ‘live’ video session or a recorded video. The frequency of this will be communicated by each school
· There should be regular opportunities during the school week for all learners to get support from their teachers. For example by e mail, Teams Meetings
· In BGE classes, the learning offer will be based with CfE Curricular areas 
· All learning should be delivered through Teams/Showbie and  Satchel One should be used for communicating learning with parents
· Teachers planning learning should involve the following: see mixed delivery model.
Enhanced Provisions
· All children and young people should be invited to attend their Enhanced Provision as they fall within the vulnerable children criteria. Normal timetables should continue, where possible.
· If parents have opted to keep the child or young person at home during this time, home learning is not required to be provided, however, it is recommended contact is made with each child or young person and their family/ carers on a weekly basis, where possible. 
If a child or young person is shielding:-
· Programmes of support/and or lessons should be individualised in response to each child’s needs, IEP targets including a particular focus on Health and Wellbeing.
· Teachers should provide frequently used resources for home, including for example symbolised daily routines and activities.
· There should be a variety of suggested learning opportunities supported by relevant publications and support guidance where needed. Parents and carers should be signposted by teachers to additional wider resources that can help to support their child at home.
· Continue to engage with Learning Journals to help share success, progress and achievement.

All school staff should be available to form part of the rota for in school learning. The exigency of the service may require staff to work in a school other than their current base school. 

Senior Leaders Roles and Responsibilities
· Quality Assurance of high quality learning and teaching and assessment remains the responsibility of the HT.  Consideration of this should take place at the start of term and expectations shared with all teachers to ensure all children are progressing in their learning.
· Senior Leaders must be a joint owner of all class Teams and Showbie Classes as this supports quality assurance.
· Ensure the Home Learning experience is equitable to all and that all children access to and are engaging in, an appropriate curriculum. Where there are concerns around engagement actions to mitigate this should be implemented and outcomes recorded in SEEMIS.
· Arrange a collection time for paper home learning packs for P1-3 as required.
· Ensure there is consistency of high quality learning, teaching and assessment across the school.
· Ensure SfL teachers, support staff and curriculum support teachers can contribute and provide learning opportunities and support where this would usually be in place. 
· Communicate regularly with families to let them know when home learning will be shared with children and young people.  This will provide children and families with a consistent approach of delivery. 
· Communicate regularly with staff, parents and the wider school community.

Teacher Roles and Responsibilities
· Plan and deliver appropriate learning opportunities to ensure all children and young people receive their entitlement to a fulltime education. This should include core learning to ensure progression and opportunities to practice and consolidate skills.
· Provide regular feedback on learning. 
· Continue to use secure methods of communications to support the delivery of learning, teaching and assessment through an online platform such as Glow, Satchel One (Secondary) or Showbie.
· Create a paper version of regular home learning for children and young people with no or limited access to a device/internet. 
· Provide learners with a creative and high quality learning experience to engage them in home learning tasks.
· Ensure learners and families receive advice to support the structure of their day.
· Add SfL teachers and CSTs to your Microsoft Team where appropriate.
· Continue with self-evaluation activities and improvement planning as normal.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Support for Learning Teachers 
· Work with class teachers to plan and deliver learning to specific groups of children or individuals.
· Communicate with parents of learners with CSPs and IEPs to discuss any additional support requirements.
· Be available to staff, parents and learners via phone or email.
· Continue with self-evaluation activities and improvement planning as normal.

Learning Assistants/ ANAs
· Provide support to teachers by assisting with learner questions and providing interventions to further learner understanding.
· Where appropriate communicate with parents of learners with IEPs to discuss any additional support requirements.
· Complete tasks assigned to them by the teacher or SLT.
· Support any other learning activities as directed by the Head teacher.

Specialist/Peripatetic Teachers   
· Collaborate with relevant teachers to design subject-specific learning experiences for learners.
· Communicate with and provide timely feedback to learners.
· Communicate with parents, as required.
· Early Years teachers will support early years practitioners to plan and implement high quality learning opportunities
· Early Years teachers will provide a programme of online CLPL for practitioners each week.  Delivering virtually – with emphasis on how to deliver through home learning. 
· Training packages can also be sent to settings for staff to access independently.


Working week
Teachers should continue to work a 35-hour week. Typically, time should be split between the following activities during Home Learning:
· Planning home learning 
· Engaging with children young people and families
· Supporting learners remotely
· Collaborating with colleagues 
· Curriculum development
· Professional learning 
· In school rota
