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	On Monday 7th November all S3 students were invited to attend the Edinburgh Science Festival Careers Hive event at the National Museum in Edinburgh to learn about careers in STEM subjects. The day started with a talk from scientists about their career journeys including how insects can be used in forensic science and the work of Young STEM leaders from across the world. 
In the afternoon students explored how their skills could be applied to STEM careers, and also had a chance to talk with a wide range of STEM professionals through taking part in activities. Some highlights included building an engine, VR space travel, keyhole surgery, upside down glasses, and programming robots! The event was fully funded by the Edinburgh International Science Festival who also found a sponsor (Edinburgh Construction) to cover costs of the bus travel.  
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	Our series of Career Insight Afternoons for S4-6 ended on a high with Armed Forces and Emergency Services as well as Animal and Land Related Careers, with more than 50 pupils given the opportunity to find out about jobs they are interested in first hand from the professionals.
