You will have regular feedback assessments and Grade Boosters with detailed feedback on how to improve. It is vital that you act on this feedback.


In addition you will be have individual SQA Unit assessments in each of the 3 units above and the Level 5 Numeracy Unit.
These units only assess minimum competency, you need approximately 60% to pass.

	Assessment Deadlines (if applicable and  known) 
There is a weekly Grade Booster lesson, gone over in class to give detailed feedback of areas of weakness.
Pupils should expect an assessment each half term; this will be a graded feedback assessment or an ungraded PASS/ FAIL unit assessment.
The prelim will follow the format of the SQA exam and will contain the topics covered to date.
The back-up prelim will follow the format of the SQA exam and cover all work in the course.


	Progression Opportunities
A pass at National 5 maths can lead to Higher Maths. This is particularly useful for anyone going to study engineering or sciences.
Students with a C pass in National 5 may be recommended to aim for Higher Units only in S5 with a view to doing the SQA exam in S6.
