	Course Outline – 
The Personal Finance Awards at SCQF levels 5 will develop knowledge and skills to cope confidently and effectively with the types of financial matters individuals are likely to encounter. · If you fail a task or tasks on your first attempt you only need to be re-assessed on those specific tasks, you do not need to complete the whole unit assessment again.
