	Course Assessment Components and Weightings

	
At the end of the course you will sit an exam and have completed an assignment.

The exam will last 3 hours and be made up of two papers. 
Section 1 has 25 multiple choice questions and will last 40 minutes. 
	Section 2 is worth 95 marks and will last 2 hours 20 minutes

The assignment will be carried out in class, externally marked and will be worth 20 marks – this is scaled to 30 marks so is worth 20% of the overall course award. It comprises of a 6 hour research and preparation stage and a formal 2 hour write up under exam conditions.



	Recommended Revision Resources

	
In order to be successful in Higher Chemistry, the attendance of all lessons is crucial along with further study at home. The following is greatly recommended. 

1. All pupils will have access to take out on loan Higher Chemistry textbooks.
1. Students should make use of the full set of revision resources available in the Showbie class which includes a folder on each topic. This includes exam questions with solutions, links to online quizzes, lesson slides, and a learning log which is regularly updated and details the student’s areas of weakness as we progress through the year.
1. JABchem.com for past papers and solutions, Scholar.org for course notes and quizzes, online quizzing apps including Quizlet, and YouTube channels (e.g. Miss Adams Chemistry).
1. Attend lunchtime revision sessions on Tuesdays. After school sessions will also be available later in the year. 
1. Use the Achieve App for revision flashcards and quizzes.
