In order to be successful in AH Chemistry, the attendance of all lessons is crucial along with further study at home. The following is greatly recommended. 

1. All pupils will have access to take out on loan AH Chemistry textbooks. 
1. Students should make use of the full set of revision resources available in the Showbie class which includes a folder on each topic. This includes exam questions with solutions, links to online quizzes, slides from each lesson, and a learning log which is regularly updated and details the student’s areas of weakness as we progress through the year.

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	Self-Study Expectations 

	
AH Chemistry students have 2 Chemistry self-study periods on their timetable each week. Consolidation work will be set for these periods in the Showbie class, and a photo of their work should be uploaded to Showbie at the end of these periods. 

Students are also expected to complete a minimum of 1.5 hours of self-study at home per week. Weekly homework tasks will be set on Showbie which may include;
