	Recommended Revision Resources

	
In order to be successful in National 4 Physics, the attendance of all lessons is crucial along with further study at home. The following is recommended: 

1. All students will have access to take out on loan National 4 Physics Study Guide Textbooks. 
1. Students should make use of the full set of revision resources available in the Showbie class which includes a folder on each topic.
