Students will complete their assignment experiment and analysis of results during class time over a series of lessons (maximum of 6 hours total). They will then have 2 hours to write up the assignment in exam conditions in class. 



	Recommended Revision Resources

	
In order to be successful in Higher Physics, the attendance of all lessons is crucial along with further study at home. The following is greatly recommended. 

1. All pupils will have access to take out on loan Higher Physics Study Guide Textbooks as well as past paper textbooks closer to the exam.
