AH Physics covers the following 3 units and an independent practical project
· Astrophysics and Rotational Motion
· Quanta and Waves
· Electromagnetism

There is a combination of theory and practical work throughout the course. The AH Physics Project allows students to investigate a physics topic of their choice in more depth through gathering data from 3 experiments, analysing results using Excel, and creating a final report write up. There may also be an opportunity to visit Heriot-Watt University Laboratories to complete some of this practical work.

Higher Mathematics is strongly recommended for this course.

	Recommended Revision Resources

	
In order to be successful in AH Physics, the attendance of all lessons is crucial along with further study at home. The following is greatly recommended. 

1. All pupils will have access to take out on loan AH Physics Study Guide Textbooks as well as past paper textbooks closer to the exam. 
1. Students should make use of the full set of revision resources available in the Showbie class which includes a folder on each topic. This includes exam questions with solutions, knowledge organisers, links to online quizzes, PowerPoints from each lesson, and a learning log which is regularly updated and details the student’s areas of weakness as we progress through the year.
