	The course comprises two areas of study.
2D Graphic Communication
In this area, you will:
· develop creativity and skills within a 2D graphic communication context.
· initiate, develop and communicate ideas using graphic techniques in straightforward and familiar contexts.
· develop your skills in less familiar or new contexts.
· develop 2D graphic spatial awareness.
3D and Pictorial Graphic Communication
In this area, you will:
· develop creativity and skills within a 3D and pictorial graphic communication context.
· initiate, develop and communicate ideas using graphic techniques in straightforward and familiar contexts.
· develop your skills in less familiar or new contexts.
· develop 3D graphic spatial awareness.

	Course Assessment Components and Weightings

	The course assessment has two components totalling 120 marks:
· Component 1: question paper – worth 80 marks which is 66% of overall marks. This exam is 2 hours.
· Component 2: assignment – worth 40 marks which is 33% of overall marks. This is completed over eight hours in class under exam conditions.
Both components are marked by the SQA.
