	Course Level: National 5

	Course Outline 

	The course comprises three areas of study.
Flat-frame Construction
You will:
· learn how to use woodworking tools.
· make woodworking joints and assemblies commonly used in flat-frame joinery. Some tasks will involve complex features.
· be able to read and use drawings and diagrams depicting both familiar and unfamiliar woodwork tasks.
Carcase Construction
You will:
· make woodworking joints and assemblies commonly used in carcase construction. This will involve some complex features and may include working with manufactured board or with frames and panels.
· use working drawings or diagrams, including unfamiliar contexts that require some interpretation on the part of the learner.
Machining and Finishing
You will:
· learn how to use common machine and power tools.
· learn a variety of woodworking surface preparations and finishing techniques.

	Course Assessment Components and Weightings

	The course will be assessed through a question paper (exam) and a practical activity, which will be graded A to D. 
· The question paper makes up 30% of the total assessment mark and this exam is one hour. The question paper is externally marked by SQA. 
· The practical activity makes up 70% of the total assessment mark. Learners produce a finished product, to a given standard and specification, and complete a log book. The practical activity is internally assessed by the teacher and quality assured by SQA.
