In this unit you will:

· learn to read and follow simple woodworking drawings or diagrams.
Practical Woodworking: Carcase Construction 
In this unit you will:
· learn to prepare and produce basic woodworking joints and assemblies suitable for use in carcase construction. This may include working with manufactured board or with frames and panels.
· use simple working drawings or diagrams.
Practical Woodworking: Machining and Finishing 
In this unit you will:
· learn how to use common machine and power tools.
· learn a variety of simple woodworking surface preparations and finishing techniques.
Added Value Unit: Making a Finished Product from Wood 
In this unit you will:
· produce and apply a finish to a product in wood.
