	Course Assessment Components and Weightings

	PERFORMANCE EXAM (Acting or Design):  60%
WRITTEN EXAM:  40%

The acting exam is performed to an external examiner and is cross marked with the Drama teacher.  An audience of S3 students will be present to watch the final exams.

The design exam requires the student to present their ideas (usually in folio form) in one of the following areas; lighting, sound, set, props, costume, hair/make-up.  They then carry out their role on the day.
