	Course Name: DRAMA
	Course Level: ADVANCED HIGHER

	Course Outline – Please include just a few sentences to explain what the course is about

	Students develop their performance skills in acting or design through practitioner enquiry,  workshops and research.  Acting students need to engage in research of a demanding text where they will be involved in an interactive extract of between 17 and 20minutes long.  They will also select a monologue from a published play of up to 3minutes long.  Design students select a complex text and then fully research the play in order to create a highly imaginative concept which they will design a set for the whole play and also choose a secondary design role to support their overall concept.
There is no written exam, however, an assignment under exam conditions and a dissertation of 3000 words is worth 50% of the course.  
The Advanced Higher Drama course is essentially the ‘first year of University’.

	Course Assessment Components and Weightings

	PERFORMANCE EXAM (Acting or Design):  50%
WRITTEN EXAM:  50%

The acting exam is performed to an external examiner and is cross marked with the Drama teacher.  An audience is essential to exam requirements.

The design exam requires the student to present their ideas (usually in folio form) to the examiner for approximately 30minutes.

	Students are expected to be learning lines and rehearsing extracts at home.  Designers are expected to be working on their concept either practically or by doing research to develop their ideas.
