	DEFINITION

	AVENUE
	Staging – Audience on two sides

	BACKCLOTH
	Black cloth that goes across the back of the stage

	CONFLICT
	Tension – an argument or disagreement

	CONVENTIONS
	These can be added to a drama to make it more interesting e.g flashback/narration/voice over

	CROSSFADE
	Moving from one lighting state to another without a blackout

	CYCLORAMA
	The cloth/back wall of the stage that can be painted on or projected on

	DRAMATIC IRONY
	Tension – when the audience knows something that the other characters do not

	EYE CONTACT
	Movement – can be used to intimidate or show confidence/lack of eye contact could be shyness

	EMPHASIS
	Putting stress on particular words

	FLAT
	A piece of scenery that can be painted on or a door/window cut out

	FORM
	The overall way in which a drama is presented e.g play/musical/pantomime

	FRESNEL
	A lantern that gives off a soft edged beam of light

	GOBO
	A metal plate with a shape cut out that goes in front of a lantern

	GEL
	 A coloured film that is placed in front of a lantern

	GENRE
	The style of a drama e.g romance/horror/thriller

	INTONATION
	The rise and fall of the voice

	MYSTERY
	Creating tension through the ‘not knowing’…

	PROFILE SPOT
	A lantern that gives off a hard edged beam of light – best for monologues

	PROXEMICS
	How close or far apart characters stand on stage to portray relationships

	PURPOSE
	The reason for your drama e.g to entertain/shock/tell a story

	PROMENADE
	When the audience moves around to different places to see the action

	ROSTRA
	A raised platform on the stage

	STATUS
	The character with the power/control

	TONE
	The emotion of the voice

	THRUST
	Staging – the audience on three sides

	WINGS
	The area off stage where the set/props can be stored
