	END ON
	The Drama Studio – audience one end, actors the other.
BENEFITS:      
All audience have same view point
Tends to have wing space for scenery and props
NEGATIVES:  Some audience may have restricted view as all on one level
Not very interesting
                   

	PROSCENIUM ARCH
	The Kings Theatre – framed stage with curtains, tends to be tiered seating
BENEFITS:      
As above and creates illusion of the 4th wall –  
naturalistic Drama
NEGATIVES:  
Some audience very far away from the action so can be hard to feel connected to the Drama


	IN THE ROUND
	Audience situated all around the staging area.
BENEFITS:  
Creates an emotional connection with actors and audience feel very involved in the action
NEGATIVES:
Actors need to be very aware of their positioning
Limited scenery/props 



	TRAVERSE/AVENUE
	Audience on two sides staging area running down the middle.
BENEFITS:
The audience can see each others emotional reactions
NEGATIVES:  
Limited scenery/props
Actors need to be aware of positioning





	THRUST
	Audience on three sides of the stage.
BENEFITS:  
Allows for wing space but keeps it more interesting
Some audience closer to the action
NEGATIVES:
Scenery needs to be placed upstage of staging area
Actors still need to be aware of positioning

	PROMENADE
	Audience move around to see the action in different locations
BENEFITS:
Creates realistic sense of location
Creates strong sense of mood and atmosphere
NEGATIVES:
Weather
Lights/Sound
Health and Safety
Audience accessibility
